It's probably more than a valve problem. When the #4 exhaust valve failed the first time I took
the head off for Dave Pelton to do a full valve job on it. I put the head back on but within a few
months the valve failed again. I took it back to Dave for a look and we just figured maybe a bad
valve, something with the valve seat or some such thing and he replaced the valve again. This time
after getting the head back on he did the test where you check how the rings are holding pressure in
the cylinder and found that #4 rings were a bit weak. The other cylinders are within tolerance. A few
months later the valve burned again leading me to think that the rings need to be looked at as well.
I'll get some grease under my nails one day and go

after it. e ——
